2. Arrest, detention and remanding in custody shall be allowed only by
court decision. Without the court's decision a person may be detained for

a term more than 48 hours.
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Article 22 [Personal Liberty]

(1) Freedom and personality of everyone shall be inviolable.
(2) No one shall be deprived of liberty, nor may his liberty be restricted,

except upon a court decision in accordance with law.

Article 24 [Arrest]

(1) No one shall be arrested or detained without a court warrant. Such a
warrant shall be read and served on the person being arrested.
(2) The police may arrest a person without a warrant when the person is
reasonably suspected of having committed a serious criminal offence
defined by law. The arrested person shall be promptly informed, in
understandable terms, of the reasons for the arrest and of his rights

determined by law.

(3) Any person arrested or detained shall have the right to take
proceedings before a court, which shall decide without delay on the

legality of the arrest.

Article 25 [Conditions of Arrest]

(1) All arrested and convicted persons shall be treated humanely and their

dignity shall be respected.

(2) Anyone who is detained and accused of a criminal offence shall have
the right to be brought before the court within the shortest term specified
by law and to be acquitted or sentenced within the statutory term.
(3) A detainee may be released on legal bail to defend himself.
(4) Any person who has been illegally deprived of liberty or convicted

shall, in conformity with law, be entitled to damages and a public

apology.
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
